Il. LEVEL

This textbook is tailored for students
who have formally studied between 150
to 300 hours of Japanese, or have com-
pleted th first 24 lessons of An Introduc-
tion to Modern Japanese. Although
vocabulary lists are included, students
should have a solid understanding of
verb conjugations and other aspects of
basic Japanese grammar.

IV. METHOD OF STUDY
1) Listen to the recording and try to

understand the Main Text and Dia-
logues.

2) Read the Main Text and Dialogues,
making as few references to the Vocabu-
lary List and Notes as possible. Use the
latter two sections when you encounter
difficulties.

3) Try to read the Japanese text
before referring to its English transla-
tion.(Translations of the essays, articles,
and dialogues attempt to capture the
spirit and tone of the Japanese text — be
it playful, ironic, or serious. Translations
of the Structure and Discourse Practices
comply more faithfully with a word-by-
word rendition of their Japanese
models.)

4) Go over the Structure and Discourse
Practices with a friend.

5) Record and listen to your oral pro-
duction of the material.

6) Try to have a conversation on the
Main Text essay — or on whatever
subject you please — using the forms
and patterns introduced in the Structure
and Discourse Practices.

People are busier
these days, and opportunities to go’ to
someone’s home for unhurried conversa-
tion are few. What's more, the time avail-
able for keeping one’s house in order is a
mere fraction of what it once was.

If every restaurant and coffee house
suddenly closed, what would happen?
Some people would clean their houses
with frantic desparation, true. A far larger
number might find themselves carrying on
their meetings in the streets—and the
sidewalks would bulge to bursting point.

The International House of Japan
Michio Nagai, Chief Director of the Inter-
national House of Japan

Today I'd like to make a few introduc-
tory remarks about the International
House of Japan.

In 1945, right after the war ended, Japan’s
road to reconstruction was fraught with
hardship. The occupational forces met with
the Japanese government to talk over polit-
ical issues, starting with the Constitution;
economic concerns, including land reform,;
and changes in the educational system.
Although the two groups attempted to
rebuild the nation, they weren’t able to
forge the essential human bonds of mutual
understanding and cultural exchange.

Shigeharu Matsumoto, who passed away

on January 10 at the age of 89, volunteer-
ed his tireless efforts to bridge the gaps
between peoples and cultures. With the
support of Japanese friends and American
John D. Rockefeller III, he started the In-
ternational House of Japan in 1952.

Our building in Roppongi is blessed with
a lovely garden. Until his death, Matsu-

moto sat in a room surrounded by this

garden and worked hard to deepen the
dialogue between Japanese and Chinese,
Soviets, Southeast Asians and Europeans.

International exchange, Matsumoto
believed, should have wide boundaries and

deep roots. Step by step, the world is liter-

ally coming together as one.

The Subway

Riding the subway, I'm often struck by
the fact that elderly passengers are few in
number. Businessmen commuting to work
in the mornings and evenings—and house-
wives paying afternoon visits to the
stores—are plentiful. But people in the
upper age brackets are scarce. Perhaps the
fact that the subway abounds with stairs
makes subway transportation impossible
for people with feeble legs.

Buses, on the other hand, are full of
elderly people. Buses offer a good view of
the scenery outside, and are easy to
board—and get off. Although buses aren’t
always punctual, that’s seldom a problem
for people who aren’t in a rush. For people
who are, the subway, unaffected by the
congestion on the ground, is especially
useful.

developed into three-dimensional forms.

Progress, for some reason, is always a
source of fatigue. Until you've grown
accustomed to it, air travel creates a lot of
tension; riding the subway takes having
the strength to ascend and descend stair-
cases. People who have health and energy
can partake of both air and underground
travel—those who don’t must satisfy
themselves with scampering about the
ground.

Some individuals fall in between these
two categories. Such as people who have
difficulties with stairs, but who are still
young enough to ride the subway.

“Get up quickly,” they urge; “eat quickly”;

And not only children—adults also live
amidst the media’s continuous chant of
“quickly ...quickly!” It's rare to hear
people use phrases like “don’t rush,” or “go
slowly” During the time that we are
quickly preparing for the onset of the next
season, quickly finishing work, and
quickly making advanced bookings for our
leisure activities, I wouldn’t be surprised
if we aren’t quickly hurrying ourselves
toward the grave as well. When we've left
this lifetime for the next, can we really be
sure that we’ll be told to “relax—and go at
your own pace”?

For a year ending last fall, I lived in
Poland and lectured at the University of
Warsaw. My very first impression upon
arriving home was that [ had returned to a
tremendously hectic society.

Poland is currently in the grips of eco-
nomic turmoil. Consumer goods are consta-
ntly on the brink of ashortage, prompting
many observers to regard the country as an
impoverished nation. Yet the Polish atti-
tude toward time, I now realize, is much
richer than that of the Japanese. The pas-

sage of time in Poland was of an entirely
different nature than Japan.

No matter how perilous economy, the
Polish always take a few weeks of vacation
in the summer. They forget about their
jobs, head to the country and take it easy —
or such was the lifestyle that I witnessed.

Besides florescent lights,
families should also make use of lamps,
determining the most ideal locations by
testing different spots.” These were the
opinions of an electric appliance manufac-
turer—most families rarely concern them-
selves with the finer points of lighting.
Among them, “the brighter, the better”
seems to be a more dominant way of think-
ing.

The article prompted me to recall an
experience several years back, when I was
invited to dinner at the home of a Euro-
pean. I was startled by the extremely
feeble electric lighting and the darkness
of the room. And when I stayed, once, at an
old-style hotel back East in the United
States, the interior of the restaurant was
so dark that I felt a vague sense of unease

at the thought of stepping inside.

In contrast, parties held in traditional
Japanese tatami mat rooms are usually as
bright as midday. Clearly observing the
well-formed shapes of broiled fish and the
tints of attractively-sliced sashimi is
favored in Japan. The delicate beauty of
the patterns of geishas’ kimonos is
scarcely radiant in dim surroundings.

Westerners generally prefer dimly-lit
rooms for their evening meals or night-
time relaxations; Asian countries tend to
favor a bright environment. To Western
sensibilities, brightness to the point of a
brilliant glare is great for increasing effi-
ciency on the job, but inappropriate for an
atmosphere of relaxation. The lighting in
the Bullet Train at night is sometimes crit-
icized as too strong—and tiring. This is
often attributed to the fact that Western
eyes are physiologically weak in the face
of strong illuminosity. But one can think of
a handful of other factors that might also
be involved.
