To the Learner

1. Objectives
This book aims to provide learners basic reading and writing abilities. In elementary
Japanese courses, most learners have focused on the development of listening and
speaking abilities. It is hoped that with this book, such learners will develop Japanese
language ability through literal information. “Development of basic reading and
writing abilities” in this book has the following three meanings:
1. Building up knowledge of intermediate level vocabulary, expressions, etc.
You should learn to use intermediate level vocabulary, expressions, sentence
patterns, etc., building on your elementary-level skills.
2. Developing a successful reading attitude:
When you read a text, you should not just read the written letters and words; you
should also expand your imagination and guessing ability. Remember to:
+ read with a purpose.

+ read using your previous knowledge and experience.

+ read with a questioning mind. Make your own questions questions that

you expect the text might answer and then look for the answer in the text.
With these points in mind, you should also take care to:
+ pay attention to sentence structure.
+ pay attention to illustrations, photos and other visual information in addition
to the written language.
3. Developing self-learning ability

As you continue your studies, keeping item 2(above) in mind, try to find the best

ways for you personally to read and learn the language.
