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hat are Japanese particles! Particles

are non-conjugate words that attach
to main words and indicate the relationship
of those words to the following word or the
remainder of the sentence. There are also
sentence-final particles that may comment
grammatically on the entire sentence.

Some Japanese particles function in a
manner similar to English words. For example,
in the phrase sensei to gakusei (teacher and
student) the particle to functions as the con-
junction “and.” Other particles have functions
similar to prepositions, but they are placed
after the words they modify, e.g., Tokyo e (to
Tokyo), Oda-san to (with Mr. Oda). Still other
particles have no equivalents in English, such
as wa or o, which are attached to the topic
(subject) or object of a sentence respectively,
as in Honda-san wa isha desu (As for Mr.
Honda, he’s a doctor) and Hon o yomimashita
(I read a book).

Are particles important? Absolutely. They
must be learned in order to speak proper
Japanese. Some particles may be omitted in
casual conversation but not when formality is
appropriate, and especially not in writing,
Moreover, in some cases the wrong use of a
particle may change the meaning of sentence
entirely.

This book presents over 60 particles
and their 188 usages. The particles are intro-
duced in order of the frequency of their usage,
from more common to less. Most particles
are multi-functional, e.g., Nihon de (in Japan),

basu de (by bus), shigoto de (because of work);
therefore, each is followed by a number denot-
ing the order of that particular usage: de (1),
de (2), etc.

Each of the 188 usages is described
briefly and then illustrated in sample sen-
tences. After several particles and usages are
introduced, exercises are given to test your
understanding; answers appear at the end of
the book. Only particles already introduced
appear in the examples or exercises, although,
of course, those already learned are used
again for reinforcement. In order to get the
best resuits, repeat examples and exercise
sentences aloud, so that your ears get used
to the sounds. A basic vocabulary is used for
all sentences, which are presented in both
characters and romanized Japanese, enabling
you to concentrate fully on one purpose:
learning particles.

This book may also be used as a reference
work, for it contains an Alphabetical Finding
List for all the particles, which may be con-
sulted to refer to an explanation and example
for any usage. Note that the usage numbers
(I through 188) take the place of page num-
bers for finding specific usages; likewise exer-
cise numbers are used to find their corre-
sponding set of correct answers. Overall, the
book is designed in a way that will lead you
step-by-step to a deeper understanding of
Japanese particles and a greater facility with
them. | do hope that it will prove to be of
great help for all who use it.
